“As a diocese, we will celebrate a ‘Mass to Avert Storms’ in
Our Lady Star of the Sea Church,” Bishop Provost said. “This
place has special significance to us all. It is the location of a
shrine to Our Lady commemorating the horrific loss of life
during Hurricane Audrey in 1957. So it is more than appro-
priate for us to gather every year on the first day of Hurri-
cane Season praying to our heavenly Father for us on the
Gulf Coast that He will spare us from the destruction of all

storms and will keep us all safe.

“There are two dispositions that I think we should bring
to this Mass and to the start of the Hurricane Season,” Bish-
op Provost continued. “First, we should be thankful. Since
Hurricane Ike, we have been blessed. This is God’s blessing,
His care, and His love for us. Gratitude should fill our hearts
and minds. Second, we should be repentant for our sins. We
are not sinless. We are not angels. Never are we free of fail-
ures and deliberate acts against the will of God.

“On June 1, as we celebrate this Mass and make proces-
sion to the Shrine of Our Lady Start of the Sea, we will ask
forgiveness in a great act of reparation for our personal sins
and the sins of our society—greed, selfishness, and ingrati-
tude,” the Bishop said. “I am asking all parishes of the Dio-
cese to add to their daily Prayers of Petition at Mass during
the Hurricane Season the following petition: ‘Almighty God
is the Father of Creation. May He keep the people of the Gulf
Coast safe and protect them from all storms and destructive
weather during this Hurricane Season. We pray to the

Some of the results are
worth noting:

candidates for priestly or-
dination have trended

younger; over half of this
year’s ordination class are
between the ages of 25 and
34;

*71% were altar servers;

*66% were encouraged to
consider priesthood by an-
other priest;

*71% received encourage-
ment in their choice by
family and friends;

ealmost 50% report that
someone tried to discour-
age them from priesthood;

eCatholic education defi-
nitely had an impact on the
candidates; they were more
likely to have attended
Catholic elementary or
high school;

*67% of those who attended
college came from Catholic
college;

*70% faithfully prayed the
rosary;

*65% reported the practice
of Eucharistic Adoration.

First and foremost,
it points to the importance of
an “environment of voca-
tion”—as Blessed John Paul
II called it. This environ-
ment is consciously fostered
by the Church and the fami-
ly.
