Monsignor Ronald Groth,
Director of Development,
noted, “There are certain
ministries that are needed to
support what we call "the
ministries" in every parish.
The Bishop’s Services Ap-
peal exists to fund the "min-
istry support" that each
parish needs that the local
parish cannot provide for it-
self.

“Take for instance, each

parish could not pay for the
entire support of a seminari-
an,” Monsignor Groth said.
“Thank goodness the gen-
erosity of several parishes
helps that to happen. Not
every parish can raise the
"funding" to host a real pro-
fessional religion teacher
workshop of the quality that
is provided our parish teach-
ers by the Diocesan Office of
Religious Education.

“Each parish could not
fund the entire retirement
salary of one or more of their
retired clergy,” he contin-
ued. “No one parish can of-
fer the quality of charitable
works as does the coopera-
tive effort of the Office of
Catholic Charities. In these
days when so many lay peo-
ple are in full-time ministry
in many of our parishes, it is
a blessing to have opportuni-
ties for continuing educa-
tion. Even our present Dea-
con Inquirer Program, in
which 17 men are being of-
fered a five-year period of
theological and scriptural
education, without a dioce-
san formation program each
parish could not accomplish
this on their own. There are
many wonderful programs
funded through Bishop’s
Services Appeal that are a
blessing to all the parishes.”

LAKE CHARLES - Bishop
Glen John Provost was the
guest speaker at the Septem-
ber luncheon of the Lake
Charles Serra Club, speaking
on “Catholic Identity in a
Confusing World.”

The Bishop noted that,
when he was growing up in
Southwest Louisiana in the
50s and 60s, “you were quite
aware of who you were as a
Catholic.”

“I recall being asked by
cafeteria workers in line for
lunch, ‘Are you Catholic?’ In
which case they would duti-
fully place a fish stick, in-
stead of a chicken steak on
your plate because it was
Ash Wednesday and you
were supposed to be abstain-
ing.” He also noted a story of

working with a convert to the
Faith in the 1980s, who felt
this abstention from meat on
Fridays - that public demon-
stration of the Faith - was
the seed that led him to con-
version.

The Bishop did point out
that it is difficult to reduce
“Catholic identity” to one ac-
tion, namely observing fast
and abstinence. He noted
that at a United States Con-
ference of Catholic Bishops’
meeting in June, Francis
Cardinal George made refer-
ence to fasting and absti-
nence in the context of how
Catholics perceived them-
selves.

“He said that when the
Church relaxed its laws gov-
erning fast and abstinence,
the Church sent an unin-
tended message that the
practice of the Faith was a
private affair,” Bishop

Provost noted. “Let us leave
aside the obvious that fasting
and abstinence are intended
for our personal sanctifica-
tion. Every requirement of
religious practice has this as
an end.

“T would say that our
world needs witness, as
much as it does people who
act according to their con-
science,” he continued. “The
two are not mutually exclu-
sive. As Pope Benedict XVI
has reminded us, there is no
such thing as a completely
private religious practice.
When I adhere to a belief,
then I act upon what it is I
believe. I can do this re-
spectfully. I should also be
able to explain why it is I do
what I do. This is all part of
witness as well.”

The Bishop also pointed
out a few examples of the
loss of Catholic identity
when it impacts witness -
maintaining Sunday as a day
of worship and rest, instead
of acting as it just another
regular day full of regular
activities; a Catholic family
with none of their children
baptized; or how parents
should speak responsibly to
their children who engage in
immoral behavior.

“What we do makes a dif-
ference,” Bishop Provost
said. “The witness we give
leaves an impression. A
Catholic identity — an aware-
ness of what you believe can
make a difference - makes
that possible. We do not
need self-righteousness. We
do not need the imposition
of rules for the sake of rules.
We need a connection to be
made between faith and ac-
tion.”
